Herman's poverty forced him into joining the army, which guaranteed him meals and a small stipend. During
this period, Herman claimed an experience that set him on a unique spiritual journey. He fought in the Thirty
Y ears War and following an injury, left the army and served as a valet. After some time, he joined the
Discalced Carmelite Priory in Paris. Nicolas entered the priory in Paris as alay brother, not having the
education necessary to become acleric, and took the religious name, "Lawrence of the Resurrection”.
Despite hislowly position in life and the priory, his character attracted many to him. He had a reputation for
experiencing profound peace and visitors came to seek spiritual guidance from him. The wisdom he passed
on to them, in conversations and in letters, would later become the basis for the book, The Practice of the
Presence of God.
